Angel Flight NZ can fly you anywhere you 
need to go, and take you back when you’re 
done.  
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What is Angel Flight NZ? 

Angel Flight NZ is a registered New Zealand 
charity comprising of over 1 0 volunteers,
including  pilots.

We offer  flights to patients and
caregivers to get to medical facilities. We 
help those who need to travel long 
distances for non-urgent medical treatment 
but don’t qualify for the Air Ambulance 
service and for whom ground transport is 
unavailable or would be stressful.  

We are nationwide, so can help carry 
patients throughout New Zealand.  

All our volunteer Pilots exceed the minimum 
requirements of the Civil Aviation Authority 
for private flying in New Zealand.  

The Angel Flight NZ service is available to 
anyone who is referred to us by a Healthcare 

 – Social Workers, Nurses,
Doctors, Salvation Army, Plunket Nurses and 
PHOs.

 Lives , so has to
travel to central medical facilities.

 Doesn’t qualify for the Air Ambulance
service but would find road transport
taxing or difficult.


